An Address Delivered at Christiania, Norway,
on the Evening of May 5, 1910

WHEN I first heard that I was to speak
again this evening, my heart failed me. But
directly after hearing Mr. Bratlie* I feel that
it is a pleasure to say one or two things; and
before saying them, let me express my pro-
found acknowledgment for your words. You
have been not only more than just but more
than generous. Because I have been so kindly
treated, I am going to trespass on your kind-
ness still further, and say a word or two about
my own actions while I was President. I do
not speak of them, my friends, save to illus-
trate the thesis that I especially uphold, that
the man who has the power to act is to be
judged not by his words but by his acts—by
his words in so far as they agree with his acts.
All that I say about peace I wish to have
