ROCHESTER, June 11.—Almaost 8,000
persons crowded the largest duditorium
in the city and the two biggest theatres
to-night to hear Col Theodore Roose-
velt and Gov. William Suylzer, with other
Progressives and Democrats, advocate
the CGovernor’'s primary reform meas-
ures. Col. Roosevelt,. in Convention
Hall, said he would not have made the
direct primary measure as the Gov-
ernor did@ had he beén. making it, but that
as he was not making it he would sup-
port the Governor in his effort, since, as
Lincoln said, ‘ If you can’t get the best,
get the best possible.”

‘“ It had not been my purpose to speak
on any occasion this year, but 1 felt
that the contest in which we are now
engaged was one that so emphatically
appealed to every man that, as a good
citizen, I should be derelict in my dutly
if I didn’t take part in the fight. I
have come here to-night to uphold Gov.
Sulzer in the fight he is making for a
State-wide direct primary, because I
feel that fight supports the foundations
of American citizenship.

“ T have told you that I should like
to see certain amendments in the Gov-
ernor’s bill. I have also told you that
whether ihose amendments were made
or not I should support the bill, because
it would make the greatest stride for-
ward to genetral popular government
under the lead of Gov. Sulzer.”

When Gov. Sulzer took the platform
in Convention Hall he said:

*“ I1¢ is very grateful to me to have the
support of one of the greatest of Ameri-
ca.nts, eny friend, Col. Theodore Roose-
velt.”
